Entry Fee: $15.00 for one match, $5.00 for the second Match. 
Entries: Entries limited to 32 competitors per match. Competitors may pre-register and/or entries 

will be accepted on the day of the match according to available space. 
Rules:  Current N.R.A. Silhouette Rules will apply. 
Match Schedule:  The Smallbore Cowboy Rifle Match will begin at 9:00 AM (CDST) June 4, 2011. The Pistol 

Cartridge Cowboy Lever Action Rifle Silhouette will follow at approximately 1:00 p.m. 
All shooters must be present no later than one half hour prior to the match start time 
above to certify their guns, handle paperwork, and to attend the mandatory Safety 
Meeting. 

Course of Fire:  Course of fire for each match - 60 Round match in relays: 
15 Chickens at 40 meters 
15 Pigs at 50 meters 
15 Turkeys at 72 meters 
15 Rams at 100 meters 

Shooters will be required to set and score targets. Ties will be decided per N.R.A Rules. 
Awards:  Class certificates will be awarded according to number of entries in each class. The 

following schedule will be used as a minimum: 
1-3 entries - first place 
4-5 entries - second place 
6-up entries - third place 
State Champion (Per match - open to Alabama residents only) 
Match Winner (Per match - if not Alabama Resident) 
Aggregate Winner 
High Junior 
High Senior 
High Lady 

Classification:  N.R.A. Classification will apply. Each competitor must have a 2011 NRA Rifle Silhouette 
Classification Book or purchase one at the match. 

 Any class with fewer than three(3) entrants will compete in the next higher class. 
 If there are fewer than three(3) master class entrants they may only compete for match 

winner and/or state champion. 
 Unclassified shooters will compete in master class. 
General Information: Each competitor will be responsible for his own food and drink. NO alcoholic beverages 

are permitted. 
 Any competitor knocking down all fifteen of any target will be permitted, at the end of the 

match, to continue firing for the purpose of establishing a long run record. 
Directions to Range:  From I-459 in Hoover, AL, turn North onto Ala Hwy 150, go approximately 1 mile, turn left 

onto So. Shades Crest Road(at Shell station/Bruno’s), go approximately 1 mile and turn 
left, sign at entrance, go 1 mile. Range is on right.
