For safety reasons do not handle rifles if shooters are down range setting targets before the match.
Please leave rifles cased when moving equipment from your vehicles to the firing line shed. 


We have time in the winter months for only 3 relays. This would be 4 to 8 shooters per relay depending on how 
we set the target banks. If you are going to attend the match please contact me ahead of time so that I have an 
idea of approximately how many shooters to set up for.
Eligibility: This match is an NRA Sanctioned Approved Tournament and is open to all shooters. 
Entry fee: $25.00 match fee will be accepted the morning of the match up to the mandatory safety meeting at 8:45 AM.
Rules:  
No alcoholic beverages are allowed on club property at any time.

Eye protection is mandatory at all times on BGTC ranges. 


NRA Black Powder Cartridge Rifle Silhouette Match rules apply. 

2011 NRA Silhouette Classification books will be available for purchase at the match.
If you are not a member of BGTC you must have a signed BGTC liability waiver on file to shoot.  I will have the forms at the match.

Open action indicators are mandatory and will be available to purchase at the match for $2.00. 
Rifles may be cleaned on the bench behind the firing line. NO AMMO MAY BE PLACED IN THE RIFLE IN THE CLEANING AREA.
Match course: The match will consist of a (40) shot format 10 each at chickens, pigs, turkeys, and rams. 
Each relay will have 4 shooters at 1bank of 10 targets with swinger or 8 shooters at two banks of 5 targets with swingers. 
Targets: All targets are full size chickens at 200 yards, pigs at 300 yards, turkeys at 385 yards and rams at 500 yards.

The color of the targets will be black or light blue depending on light conditions when the match starts.

A lone shooter in any class will be placed in the next higher class. Unclassified shooters will shoot in the highest class of the day.
Awards: At this time awards will be bragging rights for 1st place in each classification.
